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An Overview.





The following articles will explain the purpose and modus operandi of the Miranda Emergency Diplomatic Insertion Corps.





Article 1.





With the most recent events involving the break down of the Federation/ 


Klingon alliance, as well as the rise in Maquis activity in and around Federation interests, it has been decided by Starfleet Command that each starship may have its own Corps, to protect valid Federation interests during tense diplomatic situations.  This is the primary purpose of each team; however, when there is any other type of hostile situation, they may be used at the Commanding Officer's discretion, bearing in mind the Corps primary purpose, as well as the potential impact they may have on a delicate situation.





Article 2.





These teams are specifically trained for covert and overt operations in the particular starship's theater of operations.  They fall under the direct orders of a starship's Commanding Officer.  Uses for the teams may consist of anything from tactical support during hostage situations, rescuing an ambassador, negotiating team security, right up to and including offensive strike capability.  All missions are ordered by the Commanding Officer, or through the Commanding Officer by Starfleet Command itself.  The Corps will fall under the purview of the ship's Commanding Officer exclusively, however, when contact with Command is not possible.





Article 3.





Teams consist of eight Starfleet commissioned officers, the number being kept small because of the nature of the Corps' missions. All eight people shall be nominated by the First Officer or the Captain of the particular vessel, with final approval coming from Starfleet Command.  The criteria for Corps service approval will consist of many stringent requirements, including technical and/or academic proficiency, physical conditioning, etc.  All Corps team members will be required to perform a minimum of five additional hours weekly of rigorous and intensive training, over and above said officer's normal starship duties.





The team breakdown goes as follows in order of command status:





Corps Leader:  the Corps Leader will have specific training in the areas of small-cell leadership, diplomatic training, operational overview, mutual team support, team logistics, and a background in close-combat tactics.  The Leader will hold the rank of full Lieutenant or greater.





Tactical Member:  this Corps member will have extensive Tactical experience in all kinds of combat, and non-combat situations.  Responsibilities include team communications and coordination, operations logistics, and assault planning and management.





Science Member:  this team member will be responsible for all Corps intelligence, as well as operations planning and staging.  All pertinent weather, conditional and situational information will be gathered and disseminated by the Science Corps member.





Medical Corpsman:  the Corpsman will be responsible for all areas of team safety and well-being, as well as to administer emergency medical aid when necessary.  This officer will, however, also be required to be an active participant in all Corps activities, including actual combat.  The mental fitness of the team falls under this area as well, and must be given equal importance with the physical side of the equation. A background in xenobiology and psychology will allow the Corpsman to offer intelligence and/or aid when needed.  All dietary and health Corps regulations for the entire team are to be monitored by this member.





The remaining Corps members are to have a detailed background in combat, both wide-scale and close-quarter.  Areas to be focused on will be sharpshooting to Level 5 standards, mutual fire-support, long range battle-zone management, and VIP security procedures.  These will be elite troops in times of battle, but will also be calm and resigned, fully versed in diplomatic protocols, when called on to be so.  An extremely in-depth psychological profile will be attained on each member, and updated on a monthly basis.








Article 4.





	The equipment issued to the team is controlled by the Commanding Officer and the Corps Leader. All 	recently developed low-emissions communications and monitoring equipment will be at the teams 	disposal. All members of the team are equipped with a standard issue Tricorder, and type-two hand 	phaser.  Heavier artillery such as Federation type-three phaser rifles and Plasma Grenades, as well as 	further classified technology may be implemented when needed.
