


Prolog: The Hayden lies approximately 1000 kilometers away from Earth Station McKinley. There has been much discussion about how to get the conglomeration of the three ships actually inside the dry dock in order to effect repairs.





All nonessential personnel have been transported from the ship. Only the senior officers and their immediate staff remain on board. The main concern is that the unusual configuration of the three ships will not fit inside the dock.
